Medals/Trophies for Levels 4 and 5

All gymnasts will receive a medal for each event and all-around.  Medals will be the same at all meets.  All gymnasts will also receive a certificate and lapel pin.  Trophies will be given for teams who place first through fifteenth.  At the Rocky Mountain meet, three scores will count for team.  At the Centennial meet, five scores will count for team.  Each session will be divided into four age groups.

Roster and Entry Fee Deadlines for State Meets

All 4/5/6 qualifying meet results must be turned in to Tom Forster by November 10th.

Rosters and entry fees must be to the meet directors for Levels 5 and 6 by November 21st and for Level 4 by November 28th.

Regional Judge’s Rankings were turned into Cori and Carole for Levels 8 and 9/10.

4.
State Meet judges’ selection for Levels 4 and 5 was done by ranking the top judges for state to cover the meet referees and chief judges for the meets.  The judges were then drawn at random for assignment to the Rocky Mountain or Centennial meets.  The remaining judges on the list (to include 8 more judges plus alternates) were also drawn at random for assignment.

Athlete gifts

The board chose a gift for Level 6 athletes and a different gift for Levels 7-10.

One Club with multiple sites – multiple bids or one bid?

The board decision is to have one club and one bid per round.

Protected Meets

For those clubs with a large invitational including out of state teams, the club will be given priority for their choice of weekend for that bid.  Those clubs presently are Colorado Aerials for Pikes Peak, Colorado Gymnastics Institute for Paige Smith, and Jets for Colorado Sky.
